Peter Gately gave an exciting and unusual talk today about the donation of sails to over-
seas countries whose sailors and fishers can come to grief when their outboard motors
fail.

Peter has been in Canberra for forty years, but he was born in Manly (hence the sea,
surf, & sailing). He is a surveyor, teacher (TAFE for 20 years) and sailor. He began his
talk by showing a large plaque given to him by the Prime Minister of Samoa. The phrase

In these countries, the sailing skills’have been lost and.the locals now rely on outboard
motors which can fail and run out of fuel. In addition, they are subject to fuel costs. Any
local sails tend to be weak and rip easily.“Asa result of all this, hundreds of people are
though to be drifting around and dying on the worlds oceans at any given time.

Samoa has now passed a law that all boats must be equipped with a sail but the lack of
suitable sails‘has hampered this.

This was an unusual topic, compellingly delivered, and highly apt for the Yacht Club!
