Mr Trevor Finklaire

Trevor graduated from the Royal Military Academy Sandhurst and was
commissioned into a British infantry regiment in 1973. As a platoon
commander he completed an operational tour in Northern Ireland before
being posted with his Regiment to Hong Kong. Here he served on the
border and was involved in planning and executing security operations with
Vietnamese boat people. He was selected to command the UN platoon of
the 8" US Army in Korea, conducting security operations on the DMZ before
returning to England.

Prior to selection for the Command and Staff College Camberley, he
completed two more operational tours in Northern Ireland, one as Battalion
Operations Officer. Trevor graduated from the Royal Military College of
Science, Shrivenham with a Masters degree and is a graduate the Command
and Staff College Camberley.

Post Staff College, Trevor served in Hong Kong with responsibilities for
reciprocal training arrangements with a number of countries in the Far East.
He commanded a company in his Regiment based in England, taking them
on a further tour of duty in South Amagh, Northern Ireland plus deployments
to Kenya and Denmark.

Subsequent to this, he served with HQ Special Forces for which he was
awarded the MBE in the Queends Birt
second in command of an infantry battalion where he deployed to Kenya and
prepared the battalion for further counter terrorist operations in Northern
Ireland. He was selected for promotion to Lt Col and command of an infantry
battalion in 1993, deploying the battalion to Cyprus for exercise. Post
command, he deployed on operations as the senior British Officer with the
coalition forces in Northern Irag on Operation Provide Comfort. He achieved
increased stability in a volatile region by planning and co-ordinating multi-
national operations with local government, the UN HCR and non-government
aid organisations.

Trevor served as a Visiting Military Fellow, University of New South Wales on
the staff at the Australian Technical Staff Centre where he was awarded an
ADF Commendation. He returned to England for his last service
appointment, forming the British Army Digitisation Implementation Training
Team. Trevor emigrated to Australia with his family in Sep 2000 and after a
short period as a consultant has worked for Thales Australia with
responsibility for dismounted close combat business.
