The Previous Week

Please visit the Rotary International web site to find out more about these two
programs. In addition, some stomp proceeds will be provided to Pegasus riding
for the disabled, a local Canberra charity, and a sundry of other beneficiaries.
Club expenses have been under pressure for some time. The board has set the
annual membership fee at $250.00. Out of this, $17 goes to Rotary down under,
$80 goes to Rotary International, $69 goes to our Rotary District, $22 goes to
insurance; we are budgeting $20 for member badges, $19 for club administration
and $31 subsidy for club meeting expenses (guest speaker meals etc) which is
partially offset by the amount collected in fines. We are budgeting for a break
even result.

As a reminder, we have achieved or exceeded fundraising targets with $1,000
from the way we wear fashion fair and $1,305 from the Canberrang Swing
weekend. The club has committed $1,000 of the opening Trust account balance
to the CIT Indigenous Program and $520 to cover the costs of sending two
Telopea Park School students to RYPEN on 25 —27 September 2009. The board is
expected to consider a proposal to provide $1,300 to purchase a shelter box,
around $1,000 to send two young people to RYLA.

Visit to Canberra by the Rotary International Peace Fellows based at the
University of Queensland: So far | have received three or four offers to assist
with the hosting of Rotary International Peace Fellows based at the University of
Queensland who will be visiting Canberra soon. Please read on for details and let
me know by Thursday if you can assist..

Information: We have been given an incredible opportunity over the three days
of 11-13 September 2009.

You will be aware that one of the six Rotary Peace and Conflict Resolution
Centers is located at the University of Queensland. There are up to 20 Peace
Fellows studying there at any one time from all around the world. For the first
time ever, it has been arranged that whole cadre of at least one of the Classes
will travel to Canberra as a formal part of their curriculum! And the University of
Queensland is paying for their travel. This is a real coup for us! They will come to
Canberra to meet subject matter expert in Peace and Conflict Resolution. They
will also visit the Australian War Memorial and Parliament House. In addition, we
have arranged for them to be available as speakers at a formal dinner on the
Saturday, 12 September 2009.

The Clubs guests were Jay Roe and Peter Christison and both their guide dogs. Jay
spoke of her association with Guide Dogs NSW/ACT which goes back to 2004. She
introduced the club to the "Skinny Dog" her workhorse or Long Cane walking guide.
With her cane Jay is able to navigate around most obstacles. She advised that there
are more vision impaired people in Australia than totally blind people. The "long
cane" is the universal white with a red reflector and is only available through Guide
Dogs NSW/ACT. They are provided, after consultation, free of charge.

Her guide dog does the same job as her long cane but when using a dog the handler
does not know what is being avoided. Jay was very quickly able to recognise George
Wil son’ s foot wit h béhaibrwas autstanding Buoirig the ¢
lunch. Handlers have 4 weeks training with the dog before they are paired up. Very
clearly there is a wonderful relationship between the handler and their dog. Again
the dogs are provided free of charge by Guide Dogs NSW/ACT.

During the vote of thanks Michael Rabey mentioned his 1974 experience playing
cricket on behalf of the Apex Club of Adelaide against the South Australian Blind
Cricket team. They were thoroughly thrashed both years Michael played. That
mention prompted Jay to advise that Peter Christison was the 2006 World B2
(partially sighted) batsman of the year at the 2006 World Cup played in Pakistan
were Peter represented Australia. He scored 99 of 100 balls in one match and 95 of
99 balls in another. Not bad for someone who could not see the ball as it travelled
the last 7 to 8 metres toward him. Congratulations Peter.
